CARO’'S RECIPE

MINI VEGETABLE FRITTATAS
2 teaspoons oil
1 onion finely chopped
1 large carrot grated
1 large zucchini grated
1/2 cup drained canned corn
1/2 cup grated cheese
1/2 cup whole meal self raising flour
1/2 teaspoon salt (optional)
3 eggs lightly beaten
1/4 cup oll
2 table spoons sun flower kernels

METHOD:

1. Heat oil in a fry pan and sauté onion until soft.
Place in a Large bowl.

2. Add carrot, zucchini, corn, cheese, flour and
salt to the bowl.

3. Combine eggs and oil and stir into vegetable
mixture.

4.  Spoon mixture into lightly greased muffin pans.
Sprinkle with kernels and bake in a moderate
oven, 180C, for 30 minutes. Makes 12.
